When the meal was over, we broke out candy for the kids and cigarettes for the adults. They
were elated. Then, out came the musical instruments and the dancing and libations began.
At some point they coaxed us to dance and we got up and began snapping our fingers to the
rhythms. The music abruptly stopped! An elder came up to me, grabbed my hand and had
me show him how to do this peculiar thing. He then went around and showed the villagers

how to snap their fingers.

In the morning, we broke camp and went to,say our goodbyes. They all came out and walked
us lo the edge of the village. My final memories of these people was them smiling, saying
nothing, both hands in the air, snapping fingers! That was almost 40 years ago, and 1 still
remember it well. It's all about forgetting the bad and thinking about the good.
