FLORENCE, OR— After a successful and 

well-attended initial launch of its innovative 

educational series aimed at both locals and 

visitors, Vision Quest: Live • Learn • 

Explore has announced the follow-up to its 

“Get Wild” weekend series on whales. “The 

ABCs of Birds” turns our attention to the 

winged inhabitants of the Siuslaw region. 

The Cascade Raptor Center will “Bring the 

Wild Alive” beginning at 10:00 a.m. on 

Saturday, April 21 at the Siuslaw Public 

Library in Florence, followed Sunday by 

“Birdwatching for Beginners” with  

Ranger Vicki Penwell at the Siltcoos 

Recreation Area on April 22 at 10:00 a.m. 

 

The Eugene-based Cascades Raptor Center 

has one of the largest collections of native 

raptor species in the Pacific Northwest with 

nearly 50 birds of prey in large outdoor 

aviaries. Through wildlife rehabilitation and 

public education, the Cascades Raptor 

Center fosters a connection between people 

and birds of prey. Beginning at 10:00 a.m. 

Saturday, the Center will offer an 

informational presentation all about their 

amazing birds of prey. This educational 

presentation will be followed immediately 

by a chance to get up close and personal 

with one of the Center’s raptors at 10:45. 

Younger children will especially enjoy this 

later session. The April 21 event is free and 

open to the public.  

 

Vicki Penwell is the Lead Ranger at Siuslaw 

National Forest, Central Coast Ranger 

District. She will lead participants on a fun 

and interactive hike through the Lagoon 

Loop Trail on Sunday, April 22 at 10:00 

a.m., providing tips and tricks for successful 

birdwatching and identification. The 

Siltcoos Beach Access Road is located about 

7 miles south of the Siuslaw Bridge, and the 

level half-mile trail is near Waxmyrtle 

Campground and rated as accessible. Bring 

your binoculars if you have them (we will 

have a few extras on hand to share for those 

without). This event is appropriate for all 

ages. 

 

Both events are free and open to the public, 

but for the Sunday event at the Lagoon Loop 

Trail, a Northwest Forest Pass, Oregon 

Coast Passport, federal recreation pass, or $5 

day-use fee is required for each vehicle. For 

more information about passes or parking, 

contact the Siltcoos Recreation Area staff at 

541-271-3611.

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Do You Want to Know the Truth? 
 
I'd like to think together about the question of 
the value of Truth in our lives.  I am 
remembering a situation I was part of while 
being at the Oregon Country Fair.  A friend and 
I were exchanging thoughts and beliefs with a 
man regarding the nature of God, our human 
nature, and the nature and purpose of Jesus 
Christ.  As I mostly listened, my friend and the 
man went back and forth on these topics, it 
feeling somewhat like a friendly snowball 
fight, or maybe "fencing" with blunted steel 
swords. 
 
Both men were highly intelligent, and the tug 
of war produced little movement in 
understanding or belief, at least from my 
perspective. After a "break" in the action, my 
friend surprised me by saying to the man: "Do 
you want to know the truth?  Would you really 
like to know the truth; not theory, not religion, 
but what is actually true?  Should God answer 
us with truth, are we both willing to commit to 
change our beliefs for His Truths?" After a 
pause, the man said "yes", he was willing; and 
they both committed themselves to this, and 
prayed a short but earnest request to the 
Living God. 
 
This was a powerful moment!  As these two 
men both moved from combative positions to 
ones of standing along side each other and 
looking to their Creator.  I think the key was 
that they both earnestly desired the truth 
more than they desired to be right and win the 
argument. After having seen that question 
asked, and its' power, I have asked myself and 
others that question various times.  Jesus is 
recorded as making us a promise (and He has 
never defaulted on a promise throughout 
history):  "Ask and it will be given to you, seek, 
and you will find, knock, and it will be opened 
to you.  For everyone who asks receives, and 
he who seeks finds, and to him who knocks it 
will be opened."  That word "ask" is a powerful 
word in the language Jesus spoke it.  It means 
to be insistent in asking, without back and 

forth doubting.  Not commanding God, but 
solidly presenting our request; asking God 
what He truly already desires to give us---His 
Truth!  Asking earnestly is a key word here. 
  
A huge turning point in my relationship with 
the Creator came when I made an earnest 
request to Him (My actual words to God were 
"God, whatever You are, whoever You are, if 
You are, I'd like to know the truth about these 
two books I've been reading.")  He responded 
in an amazing way, and my life changed, 
forever. 
 
Dear neighbors, you have serious questions 
about life, we all do, and He awaits our request 
and invitation to speak into our lives.

From this point forward, we propose to the adhere to 

the following guidelines. If you have suggestions, please write a letter to the editor at 

deadwoodditto@yahoo.com. We will print your suggestions and concerns. (Please do not contact 

editors via personal message.) 

Guidelines were written by Churpa, with feedback from DCS and Marygold. 

Ditto Submission Guidelines: 

The Deadwood Ditto focuses on local news, local entertainment, events, opportunities, stories, and 

classifieds. 

The editors particularly welcome original stories, articles, and artwork.  

The Deadwood Ditto aims to be positive, inspiring, and inclusive to all our community members across 

the political and religious spectrum.  

The Deadwood Ditto will print submitted cartoons, poetry, quotations and artwork unless said 

submissions are politically or religiously divisive.  

The Deadwood Ditto will print quotations from politicians or religious leaders—provided the messages 

are not divisive.  

The Deadwood Ditto will only print stories or essays pertaining to politics or religion if the stories are not 

divisive and are primarily concerned with local issues or people.  

The Deadwood Ditto will not print political opinion pieces or religious philosophy unless said writing 

relates directly to local issues. We suggest a half page limit for such stories.  

Examples of appropriate submissions:  

A local person’s short essay about his or her religious awakening, provided that the essay provides a 

distinctly local perspective 

An article about a local politician or religious leader 

A notice about a local religious or political event 

An article about a local religious or political event 

Editorial guidelines: Ditto editors will make minor changes to spelling, grammar, and punctuation and 

may trim text in the interest of formatting and available space, provided that said retraction does not alter 

the meaning of the piece. From here on out, any major edits or changes to content will be cleared with the 

writer before publication.  

Ditto editors will not publish submissions that do not subscribe to the submission guidelines, but will alert 

the writers to explain and/or suggest ways the submission can be changed to meet guidelines.
